In addition to being a new translation, the 
U.S. edition includes new introductory texts, additional acclamations, rubrical changes, and most 
notably a new appendix for the Baptism of children during Mass.  The Office for Divine 
Worship and Sacraments will be providing formational materials and opportunities in the coming 
months, including day-long workshops this fall for priests, deacons, and lay ministers.
