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OHIO MINIMUM WAGE INCREASE 
On January 1, 2019, the Ohio minimum wage will increase to $8.55 per hour.  The minimum 
wage increase is the result of a constitutional amendment passed by voters in November 2006.  
The amendment requires the Ohio minimum wage to increase on January 1 of each year by the 
rate of inflation.  The increase is tied to the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for the prior 12 month 
period as of September 30, 2018.  As a result of this increase, please make sure that none of 
your employees are being paid less than $8.55 an hour beginning January 1, 2019. For 
questions about the minimum wage increase, contact Rob Reid [ext.
